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Holy (Maundy) Thursday, occurring on the eve of our Lord’s
crucifixion, begins the celebration of the holy “Three Days” of Christ’s
Passover (Pascha), commonly known as the Triduum. Each service of
the Triduum flows into the next, all of them being treated as a single
unit, not as three separate services. The order of service is shortened
to allow for the extended reading from St. John’s Gospel. The
responsive Litany is used in place of the General Prayer. The service
concludes with the stripping of the altar.

Good Friday Service: This is the Second Service of the Triduum. During
this service, which is held during the hours of darkness (12 - 3PM), the
Passion History for Good Friday will be read from St. John’s Gospel, and
Holy Communion will be offered to communicant members of the
congregation.

Easter Vigil: This is the Third Service of the Triduum, held on Saturday
evening just after sunset, which is already the beginning of Easter
Sunday, according to Hebrew reckoning. The Paschal Candle is used
prominently in the service, which consists of the Service of Light,
Service of the Word, Service of Holy Baptism, Service of Prayer, and
Service of Holy Communion.
