Welcome!  Emmanuel is an independent, liturgical, 
traditional, historical, evangelical, catholic, orthodox, 
confessional Lutheran congregation. We believe that 
the Bible is the very Word of God, inspired and without 
any errors. We confess the Christian faith according to 
the Lutheran Book of Concord of 1580 because we 
believe the confessions contained therein to be in 
accord with the teaching of Holy Scripture. We observe the calendar of the 
traditional Church Year and follow the Historic Lectionary. We celebrate 
the Divine Service (also known as the Mass) every Sunday and on other 
festivals, and we welcome visitors to hear God’s Word with us. 

 With regard to Holy Communion, we understand the Scriptures to teach 
closed Communion, which means that only communicant members of our 
congregation or of other congregations in communion with us are invited 
to commune at the Lord’s Table here. Classes are offered throughout the 
year by the pastor so that those who are interested in becoming 
communicant members have the opportunity to learn about the Christian 
faith and our confession of it. 

The Order of Service is printed in this booklet. The Propers (the parts 
that change from week to week) are noted in the Service Insert. Unless 
otherwise noted, the hymns are found in the red hymnal (The Lutheran 
Hymnal). 

The Easter Season celebrates Jesus’ resurrection from the dead and His 
promises to build His Church through the preaching of the Gospel. It is a 
season full of joy in the new life Christ already shares with all who believe 
in Him and in the resurrection to life that He promises to all who remain 
faithful unto death. The color is white for Christ’s glory and divinity.
